Sew the Fed strip to the White strip with a scant %" seam allowance
and press to the Red. Cut eight 115" units. Sew taro units topether
to make C block. You will make four of these .

All seams are made with a %" seam allowance. To make row one puta C + A + C. Row two
isan A+ B+ Aand Row three is C + A + C. Please make sure the red squares of block C
are placed as in above diagram. Press gently. Block should measure 61",
