2 Sleeve Instructions

A sleeve will be required for all quilts to ease set-up and improve the display.
There are many ways to construct a sleeve, we simply require that it be 4 inches
wide finished. The following are options.

Option 1

1. Measure the width of the quilt between the bindings, but do not include them.
Cut a strip of fabric 9" wide by this length.
Hem the short ends of the strip by folding under 1/2", press, then fold again and press
once more. Topstitch close to the edge of the hem.
Fold the sleeve in half lengthwise wrong sides together, stitch using a 1/2" seam.
Press seam to one side. Place seam in center, press outer lengthwise folds.
Now press top lengthwise fold approximately 1/2 - 1" from the outer fold (and towards the seam).
Lay the sleeve flat again, with the stitched seam in the center.
Place sleeve on the back of the quilt, stitched seam against the lining , center between the bindings.
Pin on the bottom fold, blindstitch along the bottom fold and the ends of the sleeve.
0. Fold back the top of the sleeve to the inner pressed fold, pin, then blindstitch.
This will allow some ease when the rod is placed in the sleeve.
11. To reduce the pull on the lining, catch some of the batting in the stitches, but not the front of the quilt.

Option 2

Prior to sewing on the binding. Measure the width of the quilt.

Cut a strip of fabric 8 1/2" wide by this length.

3. Hem the short ends of the strip by folding under 1/2", press, then fold again and press

once more. Topstitch close to the edge of the hem.

Fold the sleeve in half lengthwise wrong sides together, matching cut edges. Press fold.
Press another fold 1/2" on the underside of the sleeve.

Pin the cut edges of the sleeve to the top width edge of the quilt (backside).

Sew on your binding.

Blindstitch the sides and the bottom inside fold of the sleeve to the quiit lining. This will allow
some ease when the rod is placed in the sieeve.

9. To reduce the pull on the lining, catch some of the batting in the stitches, but not the front of the quilt.

1-1%" x 4%2" Red Strip - F 1- 17" x 62" White strip - I
1-1"x5%." Red Strip - G

Stutching

All seams are made with a 14" seam allowance. Start with the center Red square "A”. Sew
strips in the order shown in above diagram. Because you have cut each log, you must be sure
to have accurate seams. If C does not fit with AB, check and adjust your needle position. Press
gently. Block should measure 62",
