So many people have donated so generously of their time, fabric 

stashes, and quilts.  When a request for teen boy quilts went out, we received several quilts in just a couple 

of days, such that we will make our commitment to the Phoenix House for 33 teen quilts for Christmas.  

The Bobbin Babes made 45 pillowcases one day.  One will accompany each quilt for the Phoenix House.     

Diana and I came away from our Philanthropy sewing day and the December guild meeting with both cars 

completely packed with fabric and quilts.  Thank you all so very much.  You are making our job so much fun 

and so heart-warming. 

This month, BCQG donated 15 receiving blankets to foster families in Orange County, and 30 quilts, includ-

ing 1 quilt for the BCQG quilt show, 3 to the Isaiah House (a shelter), 2 to United Cerebral Palsy, 2 to 

Royale Therapeutic Treatment Center, 3 for needy seniors, 2 to cancer patients, and 17 to adopted holiday 

families.
