Colors ï Black (or óreadsô as black) background.  Tur-

quoise, blue, purple, greens, magenta, red, orange, golden 

yellow (jewel tones) for applique/design.     NO  Aunt 

Grace/ 30ôs or pastels. 

Designs ï Folk art flowers, birds, vines, hearts, etc.   (See 

examples at the meetings or on websites such as 

www.suespargo.com.)
